Technical Meeting Report

Acoustic Emission.
Dr Adrian Pollock
Physical Acoustics Corporation, USA.

4th June, 2009

Adrian presented a talk that covered the latest developments in AE signal processing
that included AE modeling for probability of detection (pod), and advanced source
location techniques for liquid-filled vessels, as well as the most recent research on the
application of AE to monitoring suspension bridge cables.

Attended by a dozen members the talk generated copious questions and these covered
at the application to tank bottom monitoring and pressure vessel applications as well as
bridges. Adrian indicated that AE monitoring of spherical pressure vessels was a very
good application of the technology as it covered the entire structure in one relatively
short test program, rather that hand testing all the welds. As in most applications where
activity was detected AE was followed up by conventional NDT.

Gary Martin thanked Dr Pollock for his talk and presented him with a bottle of Victorian
Wine to take back to the US.

DISCOUNTED CERTIFICATION BOARD APPLICATION FEES

The Certification Board has, in the past, granted a discount on the Application Fee for
new NDT Applications for Certification, NDT Certification Renewal Applications and
NDT Re-certification Applications from members of AINDT and more recently NZNDTA
in recognition of the support given to the Institute by its financial members.

In recent years this has resulted in certified persons joining the Institute to gain the
discount then failing to renew membership until they are due for certification renewal or
re-certification, which has to some extent defeated the purpose of the discount.

The Board, with the support of Federal Council, has determined that, effective this year,
person seeking Renewal of Certification or Re-certification must have continuous
membership since the initial application or last renewal to be granted the discounted fee
for renewal or re-certification.

This policy will be introduced progressively over the next 5 years so that current
members are not disadvantaged by any retrospective issues. The Board considers that
membership of AINDT is a means of keeping up to date with changes in NDT
technology and is an important component in the continuing education of NDT
personnel.
